How to Order an Artbook

Please complete the following steps to order your HeartBound artbook. v/ Check When Completed

1. Gather 20 works of art. I:l

* The standard artbook is 20 images on 20 pages. For an additional cost, you can add pages and images

($3 per image for preparation and $2 per image per book for printing).

+ One image = one piece of art. Remember each item counts as a single work of art. For example,

if you have three bracelets, they count as three separate works of art.

- 3-dimensional art (ceramics, sculpture, jewelry) is limited to four items. However, we do not

accept 3-D art by mail.

+ Artis limited in size to 24 x 30 inches.

2. Label your art. I:l
All art must be identified with a number (1 to 20). Write a number lightly on the back.
You can use removable labels, too.

3. Inventory your art. (Optional.) D
Use the art inventory form to describe your art. Limit descriptions to a few words. Examples: “watercolor
of girl planting seeds,” “pony-tailed girl in crayon,” or “raccoon in pencil.”

4. Pick your cover art.
Pick an image from inside the book to be repeated on the cover. It can be a whole work or part of
a larger work. Having trouble deciding? We’ll choose for you.

5. Give your book a title.
Example: “Anna’s Art” or “Anna’s Kindergarten Art, 1999-2000.” Limit: 10 words or less.

6. Pick a cover color.
Our books come in red, lemon-lime or purple.

7. Write an artist profile. (Optional.)
Take a few minutes to complete the artist profile form. Limit: 100 words.
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8. Include a photograph of your artist. (Optional.)
We accept prints, jpegs or tiffs. Submit digital images via disk or email. If possible, submit a photo
with a resolution of 150 to 300 dpi (dots per inch). (If you don’t know the resolution, that’s OK.)

9. Read and sign “About HeartBound Reproduction.”
